In
general, articles should be typed and
double-spaced, with notes (kept to a mini­
mum) following the article; please send
two copies ofyour submission, along with
a brief (25-50 words) biographical note
and an abstract (100-150 words) of your
article. If you want your manuscript
returned after our editorial board has
reviewed it, include a stamped, self­
addressed 9" x lZ' envelope. We give
preference to articles of 10 pages (2500
words) which are previously unpub­
lished. 1£ possible, submit photo­
graphs and/or graphics to accompany
your work.

scripts with respect to length and in con­
formity with our editorial guidelines; any
substantive changes will be made only
after consultation with the author.
