who quite succinctly sums up this
phenomena by stating, “You have
this cheap, hideous ‘gitl power’ sort
of fad, which I think is pretty benign,
atbest. Butatworst, I think it’saway
of taking the politics out of feminism
and making it some kind of fashion”
(Goldberg 88).
