Editorial

As feminists we think about our condition within the
social, economic, political, and personal context. Within
this larger context we consider our place in education, our
approach tolearning, and our contributions to knowledge.
For this reason, the articles within this issue go beyond the
boundaries of formal schooling to reflect women’slearning
in diverse situations.

Girlsare now entering post-secondary education at rates
that exceed those of males, more girls than boys are
awarded high school diplomas, and the gender gap in
mathematics has narrowed. Despite these gains, women’s
ways of knowing, their views of the world, and their
strengths continue to be minimized in the educational
system.

In this volume, women as learners, teachers, writers,
activists, and artists express the need to expand the tradi-
tional scope of education. Their writing expresses a view of
education as a lifelong process. Women’s studies courses
have provided a space to explore gender as a political and
structural category but this is just a small step in the path
to creating an education that is women-inclusive. Our
contributors highlight the need to open the pathways to
education for all women, not only those enrolled in formal
schooling,

This volume begins with articles that critique,
problematize, and redefine notions of power in the context
of educational equity. In section one, the authors argue
that models of equity need to move beyond the liberal
focus of simply inserting girls into the educational struc-
ture. We need to transform our very concept of education
and our notion of what counts as knowledge. Sections two
and three include articles that take up the challenges
presented in section one. The authors provide strategies,
stories, and dilemmas related to reconceptualizing peda-
gogy and equity beyond the parameters of traditional
male-focused schooling. Section four documents women’s
experiences in training for the labour force, carving a space
in the rapidly changing field of science and technology, as
well as presents an oveview of the currentsituation in adult
education.

Education is a powerful tool. This cws/cf volume on
“Women and Education” documents the struggles, suc-
cesses, and challenges that can help to build a vision of
education that will take us into the new millennium.

La féminisme est présent non seulement dans les spheres
socio-économiques, politiques et personnelles, il a aussi sa
placedansle champ del’éducation. On se doitde reconnattre
Papprocheetlacontribution desféministesala connaissance.
Pour cette raison, les articles de ce numéro des Cahiers vont
au-dela des frontieres de I’école formaliste et se veulent le
reflet du savoir des femmes dans des situations variées.

Cette dernitre décennie a vu les barrieres du sexisme
tomber, ce qui a accordé aux femmes un gain appréciable
en éducation: les filles sont admises dans les institutions
post-secondaires  un rythme qui dépasse celui des gargons,
plusde filles terminentleur secondaire et en mathémariques,
le fossé entre filles et gargons se rétrécit. Toutefois, la fagon
d’apprendre des femmes, leur vision du monde er leurs
forces continuent d’étre méconnues.

Dans ce numéro, des étudiantes, des enseignantes, des
écrivaines, des activistes, des artistes, ont senti le besoin
d’élargir le traditionnel éventail de I'éducation. Leurs écrits
expriment une vue de 'éducation comme un processus de
vie. Les Etudes de la femme ont ouvert un espace ol les
genres sont pergus comme une catégorie structurelle et
politique, mais c’est un bien petit pas si on réve de créer un
systtme d’éducation qui n’exclue pas les femmes. Nos
contributrices ont mis ['accent sur I'importance d’ouvrir
toutes les voies de I'éducation 2 toutes les femmes, pas
seulement & celles qui sont inscrites 4 I'école traditionnelle.

Dans ce Cahier sur éducation, les premiers articles
critiquent, identifient les problémes et redéfinissent les
notions de pouvoir dans un contexte d’équité. Dans la
premigre section, les auteures demandent que des modéles
d’équité aillent au-deli de ceux définis pas le biais libéral
qui est d’insérer tout simplement les filles dans des struc-
tures éducatives. Les 2e et 3e sections incluent des articles
qui relévent les défis présentés dans la premiere section. Les
auteures soumettent des stratégies, des histoires, des
dilemmes qui visent la reconceptualisation de la pédagogie
etdelajusticeau-dela des paramétres del’école traditionnelle
axés sur le patriarcat.

In general, articles should be typed and double-
spaced, with notes (kept to a minimum) follow-
ing the article; please send two copies of your
submission, along with a brief biographical note
(20-50 words) and abstract (50 words) of your
article. If you want your manuscript returned
after our editorial board has reviewed it, include
a stamped, self-addressed 9" by 12" envelope.
Articles are refereed through a blind review
process. We give preference to articles of 10
pages (2500 words) which are previously un-
published. If possible, submit photographsand/

or graphics to accompany your work.
cws/cf reserves the right to edit manu-
scripts with respect to length and in con-
formity with our editorial guidelines; any
substantive changes will be made only afrer
consultation with the author.

If your submission has been set on a word
processor, please send a copy of your disk
along with a printout of your manuscript.
