"Women of the Northn: this title implies a homogeneity 

that to a large extent is just not true. Northern women 
encompass a variety of cultural backgrounds. We speak 
many languages, come from many races and face many 
challenges in our daily lives. We have different kinds of 
skills and talents and occupations. We are artists, entrepre- 
neurs, and bureaucrats. We work as homemakers, trappers, 
doctors, miners, teachers, lawyers, and ministers. We live in 
cities, towns, villages, and in the bush. We hunt, we fish, we 
garden. We are lesbian and heterosexual. We are young and 
we are not so young. 

However, women of the North also face many issues 
similar to most women living across Canada and indeed 
throughout theworlddiscrimination, unemployment, lim- 
ited services, health concerns, environmental problems, and 
poverty. In facing these issues, northern women have had to 
be strong, courageous, independent, creative, and intelligent. 
As guest editors of this publication, we wished to convey both 
the diversity and the strength of the many women who live 
in the North. 

In many ways, our guest editorial board represents these 
diversities and strengths. We come from all over the North- 
Iqaluit, Thunder Bay, Pond Inlet, Whitehorse, and Owen 
Sound. We worked together on this issue through the magic 
of conference telephone calls, faxes, and courier services. 
Many of our members travel all over Canada and work in 
many different places. It was difficult for us all to get together 
to discuss the numerous articles submitted for publication. 
We did not have the opportunity, like most editorial boards, 
to meet each other-not even once. As northern women we 
had to learn to adapt and getting down to the task ofworking 
on this issuewas just another adaptation. With one ofthe best 
summers on record, averaging temperatures in the 20s and 
even low 30s across the Canadian North, who wanted to 
spend the time indoors writing! We knew that - 40' C and 
colder weather was just around the corner so we wanted to 
enjoy the warmth while it lasted. 
These challenges were offset by the wonderful personal 

stories, accomplishments, and successes of the submissions. 
Many women wrote about their concerns about themselves, 
their h i l i e s ,  their culture, and their land. Many are active 
politically and socially and have brought about great change. 
All are genuinely concerned about the lives and futures of 
their children. The struggle to create the Inuit territory 
Nunavut, First Nations land claims, dwindling natural re- 
sources, political rights, freedom from abuse, and the preser- 
vation of our traditional arts are issues that women of the 
North have faced and continue to face. This journal is a 
tribute to the efforts and achievements as well as to the unique 
diversity and strength that women of the North bring to this 
land. We invite all the "women of the Southn to share in the 
celebration of this publication.

Toutes sont intrinsequement concernees par 
la vie et le futur de leurs enfants. La lutte pour la creation du 
territoire Inu'it Nuvanut, les revendications de la terre des 
autochtones, I'erosion des resources naturelles, les droits 
politiques, le droit h une vie sans violence et la sauvegarde des 
formes d'art traditionnel sont autant de questions qui 
prtoccupent les femmes du Nord depuis dejh longtemps. Ce 
numtro rend hommage aux efforts, aux accomplissements, h 
la diversid, ?i l'originalite et h la force avec lesquels les femmes 
du Nord enrichisent cette terre. Nous invitons toutes les 
ufemmes du Sudn h prendre part h la d16bration qu'offre cette 
publication. 
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
